Getting into medical school is not an easy task, but Dr.
Griffith helps in every way that she can. Three years ago
she started MCATers entirely as a service to the pre/med
students. She spends one night a week teaching the
concepts needed to pass the MCAT (Medical College Ad-
mission Test) and counseling the students on study skills,
the application process,and interview skills. She receives
no monetary compensation for these many extra hours,
but her reward comes from the knowledge that there are
DBU graduates finding success in the medical profession
all over the world.
