For the third time, DBU was named
to the Honor Roll with Distinction and, along with
the University of Texas at Austin, was one of only two
universities in the State of Texas to receive this honor
in 2009 and the only Baptist institution in Texas.
Dallas Baptist University received this honor in
recognition of its efforts to instill a spirit of serving in each
of its students during the 2008-2009 academic year as 5,200
DBU students engaged in over 130,000 hours of service.
